capital loans which are intended to “bridge the gap” between the time a major disaster hits and when 

a business has secured longer-term recovery resources. The program provides a short-term loan of 

State of Florida public funding. It is not a grant and must be repaid.

• SBA Disaster Assistance – The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) provides low-interest 

disaster loans to help businesses and homeowners recover from declared disasters. Businesses can 

apply for loans online through a 3-step loan process.

• SBA Economic Injury Disaster Loans – Substantial economic injury means the business is unable 

to meet its obligations and to pay its ordinary and necessary operating expenses. EIDLs provide the 

necessary working capital to help small businesses survive until normal operations resume after a 

disaster. The SBA can provide up to $2 million to help meet financial obligations and operating 

expenses that could have been met had the disaster not occurred. Your loan amount will be based on 

your actual economic injury and your company's financial needs, regardless of whether the business 

suffered any property damage.
